WELCOME to the photo gallery for the Grand Canyon River Guides’ Adopt-A-Beach program. Here you can view all of the images, acquired and submitted by volunteer photographers, of the 46 beaches used in the Adopt-A-Beach analysis since 1996. Our extensive photographic record is this program’s strength!  Thanks to all the volunteers for their hard work.
NOTES ON USING THIS SITE
You may begin by typing the name of a beach into the search window at the top left of the page, or simply click on the particular beach image found in the root directory. Either way will take you to a year-by-year catalog containing all of the photos acquired for that beach during the year. Also at this level, you may access the year-by-year catalog of another beach by choosing from the list in the left margin.

To view the photos for a particular year, click on the yearly subfolder. Once inside the subfolder, you may click on an individual image to zoom, or choose the View Slideshow option to enlarge each image sequentially. You may easily go to another year for the same beach by selecting from the list in the left margin.
INTERPRETING THE FILE NAMES
Basically, the file names are used to tell the viewer the River Mile (RM, “0” beginning at the Lees Ferry, AZ launch ramp), on which side of the river the beach is located, and the year, date and time the photo was taken. For example: image 037.7L_2004_09_08_1600 tells the viewer that this is a photo of RM 37.7 (Tatahatso beach), located on River Left. The photo was taken September 8, 2004 at around 4pm. The time the photo was taken is helpful in estimating the flow level, when cross-referenced with the corresponding flow chart. 
Other Considerations: 

1) Note that time and distance downstream from the Glen Canyon dam need to be calculated to estimate flow. 
2) Another number or, more often, a lower case letter, may be inserted immediately following the RM in the file name. This indicates that two or more photos were taken of this beach in this date/time set.
3) The Adopt-A-Beach project is aware that the River Miles used on these images may not match those found on the particular guide you are familiar with. To help alleviate this discrepancy, and to standardize with other online sources, beginning in 2009, our beach files will be named using RM according to the mileages used by the Grand Canyon Monitoring and Research Center.
